SADIE 2.0: now accessible to your designates

SADIE (Special Authorization Digital Information Exchange) was launched a year ago to
get fast approvals for patients who need Exceptional Access Program (EAP) decisions.
SADIE has reduced application errors by 75% and cut EAP decision times by an average
of 50% compared to fax requests. Physicians told the program that

allowing their designates to use SADIE to prepare EAP requests for them to submit was
